Course Description: This is a basic course in analytical and descriptive epidemiology with special emphasis on the use of epidemiological research in evaluating health conditions. The course includes a historical view of the epidemiological study. We will learn measures of morbidity and mortality, epidemiological research methods including descriptive and analytical research. In addition, population screening methods and evaluation of these methods. Evaluating the relationship and its level, between exposure and illness and reaching conclusions based on the statistical indicators.
